The help and understanding provided by these specialist youth
workers is often vital in preparing these young people for adult life, with many
young people quoting the Youth Collective as invaluable in their efforts to find
work. How will you reconcile the fact that many young people cannot find work
without the help of these professionals with Labour’s manifesto pledge to
eradicate youth unemployment in the city?”
