The Cooperative Party campaign highlights that there were an estimated 13,000 victims of
Modern Slavery in the UK in 2013.

Modern Slavery is a term used to cover many types of exploitation, including sexual
exploitation, domestic servitude, forced labour and criminal exploitation, as well as other forms
of exploitation including organ removal, forced begging, forced benefit fraud, forced marriage
and illegal adoption.

“Traffickers and slave masters use whatever means they have at their disposal to coerce,
deceive and force individuals into a life of abuse, servitude and inhumane treatment.”

“The Co-operative Party's Charter Against Modern slavery goes further than existing law and
guidance, committing councils to proactively vetting their own supply chain to ensure no
instances of modern slavery are taking place.”

Supporting this charter will be in line with the council’s existing work to:
e Ensure social value from our procurement, and to ensure our procurement practices do
not cause social harm
e Combat the exploitation occurring as part of County Lines drug-dealing.
