“On 22/03/2011 Care Leavers were removed from ‘priority need’ category for housing
allocations. It appears there was no consultation of Care-Leavers or consideration of

this group in the Equalities Impact Assessment.

In the minutes of Housing Cabinet Meeting 22/03/11 the Green Party state “the policy

is in serious danger of being discriminatory of those most in need”.

In future we request a full consultation with service users and any change in policy to

be presented to the Corporate Parenting Board for scrutiny and ratification.

Can you assure us that this matter will be given the highest priority and resolved

immediately?”
