She came to a Silver Surfer session at her local library which
helped her confidence in her ICT skills grow.

Using the computers in the library, she used the Learn My Way
website to find a back to work scheme after long-term sickness.
When she completed the course she used library computers to
improve her CV, set up an e mail account, and hunt for work.
She is now working as a doctor’s receptionist.

She has also used the library to find out about and join local
interest groups — she now volunteers as a gardener for the
Royal Pavilion, and is embarking on a CLAIT course at

Varndean College. She continues to use library computers to
foster her ever burgeoning social life. She has set up an account
on Facebook, and regularly finds out about events she would
enjoy going to.

It has been an absolute pleasure to see her blossom over the
past year, and | can honestly say the library played a central role.

Case Study

City Reads is an annual city-wide reading festival which
aims to spread a love of books and ideas to the widest
possible audience throughout Brighton & Hove.

The project is run by Collected Works CIC, a reader
development organisation based in Brighton & Hove which
specialises in innovative literature events with whom the city’s
libraries are a longstanding partner

The concept is simple — selecting one book by one author for the
whole community to read, discuss, debate and creatively engage
with in a series of special events, workshops and performances.

Building on the huge potential of 2013’s book,
‘Guards Guards’ by Terry Pratchett, the partnerships developed
will deliver a range of activities:

e Same Sky Arts organisation will take a group of young people
through their Arts Award, part of which will include them
running the families event at Jubilee Library and creating a
massive dragon to be exhibited in the main hall of Jubilee
Library and added to by customers for the duration of
City Reads

e Targeting dads and male carers by gifting books
through partners, Dad’s Baby Boogie music and rhyme
sessions and running the families event on same day

e Related events at Jubilee and community libraries

e Four Read Aloud groups reading the book at three
libraries across the city

* Brighton & Hove City Libraries Book Groups will be gifted
the book and invited to a special book group event

e Two film sessions will run for the City Reads month —
one for adults and one for children
